The Academic Awards Banquet honors those students who, either in the last spring semester, this 
fall semester, or both, earned a GPA of 3.50 or above.  Principal’s Honor Roll certificates are given 
to those students who have achieved a GPA of 3.75 or above; Dean’s Honor Roll certificates are is-

sued to those students whose GPA is between 3.50 and 3.74.  For the spring semester of 2008-
2009, 86 freshmen, sophomores and juniors were honored; for the first semester of this school 

year, 118 freshmen, sophomores, juniors and seniors were honored 



Cardinal Standards Day – May 21

Bishop Garcia Diego High School promotes student development in six areas – the six 
Cardinal Standards: Faith, Service, Thought, Expression, Self-Reliance, and Ac-
tion. Faculty and coaches highlight these areas as we study, play, and serve each 
day. Also, all students participate in four Cardinal Standards homerooms throughout 
the year. During homerooms, freshmen and sophomores work in groups to discover 
what it means to live out the standards – in their own lives and in the lives of role mod-
els.  Juniors use the time (and some time outside of class) to write draft essays on 
their own growth in these areas – and they get a head start on college application es-
says in the process. 
 
Seniors carry out the “capstone” of the four-year process, writing six 300-word essays, 
one on each Standard.  These essays are turned in to English classes, reviewed by 
faculty according to a rubric, and returned with comments to the seniors in their next 
CSP Homeroom. During Homeroom, seniors review these comments and prepare for 

oral presentations to summarize their accomplishments. Completion of the es-
says and the presentation is a requirement for graduation. 

 
The remaining CSP Homeroom dates this year are: 
• Wednesday Feb 3 (Senior Essays 3 & 4 due in English classes on Jan 27) 
• Thursday Apr 1 (Senior Essays 5 & 6 due in English classes on Mar 25) 
 
 
On Friday, May 21, we will have “Cardinal Standards Day”. It is a Mass Dress day 
for all students. There will be a minimum day schedule for regular classes, followed 
by lunch, and then, in various classrooms around campus, seniors will give presenta-
tions on their experiences in achieving the Standards. Each classroom will have an as-
signed audience of about 20 students and 2 moderating faculty, as well as parents, 

trustees, and other guests. Each session will feature six senior presentations 
over the course of about 90 minutes.  Parents, you are invited to attend! 
Prepare to be inspired as the seniors describe their growth experiences!  After 

the presentations, the entire student body will celebrate with refreshments in the 
gym. 
 
The Cardinal Standards Award acknowledges a senior student who, through actions 
and self-reflection, has demonstrated exceptional growth in and understanding of the 
Cardinal Standards at Bishop Garcia Diego High School. This award includes 
a scholarship donated by the faculty – last year, the award was for $400.

Students in the honorary mathematics society, 
Mu Alpha Theta, have been busy this month!  
We have an ongoing service project, tutoring 
grade school children every Monday and 
Thursday after school in Room 310.  (Contact 
me if you have questions about this.) 
 

In addition, we are participating in three mathematics competitions: Mu Alpha 
Theta’s own “Log 1” competition, the American Mathematics Competition, and 
the Westmont College Mathematics Contest:  http://www.westmont.edu/

The second round of the Log 1 
contest occurs during period 2 on 
Thursday February 4.  (We are 
looking to improve on last year’s 
standing of 11th out of 20 schools 
in the western region; and we 
have about 25 participants.)  Then 
on Saturday February 6, two se-
lected 4-person teams will com-
pete at Westmont College.  This 
includes a “college bowl” rapid-fire 
Q & A, a written team test, and a 
“chalk talk” (this year’s speaker is 
Edoardo  
Colasante). Finally, the AMC will 
be given on Tuesday February 9 
during periods 1 and 2.  There are 
10 slots available in each level 
9th/10th grade and in 11th/12th grade.  Students do not need to be in Mu Alpha Theta to 
sign up.  The 11th/12th grade slots will fill quickly, but for 9th/10th we still have some 

openings.  Contact me to sign up. 
 
 
Seniors intending to graduate with 
honors in mathematics must obtain a 
petition form (on Edline, under “Mu Alpha 
Theta”, and complete it, with faculty rec-
ommendations and talk topics, by Febru-
ary 9. The talks will be given in Mathe-
